	Content / Hook

	All of the images, graphics, text, music, video, sounds and transitions enhance the content and work together to capture the tone or mood of the story.

	Length
	Book trailer is way over or way under the time constraints (30 seconds – 2 minutes) and images are either on the screen for too short a time for viewers to read or understand or too long to hold interest. There are fewer than 12 slides. Book cover and review/award slide is missing.
	Trailer is shorter than 30 seconds or longer that two minutes and most of the images/text are on the screen the right amount of time but some are not. There are at least 12 slides but book cover and/or professional reviewer/award slide are not included.
	Book trailer is between 30 seconds and 2 minutes and contains at least 12 slides including one showing the cover of the book , and one showing
professional reviewer comments and /or awards book has won.
